Public Meeting: 
Council President Spillar: We will now go into the public comments portion of the meeting.  When approaching the microphone, please state your name and what section of township or state that you live in.  You will have a one-time opportunity to speak for up to five minutes. 
John M. Mitch, Municipal Clerk: Are there any comments from the public?
Nicole Paternoster, Avenel: I am here to follow up on a proposed Ordinance regarding the use of live animal exhibits in commercial spaces. When we were here last meeting, we did bring a proposed ordinance.  Our goal is to close SeaQuest in Woodbridge and to ensure that we don’t see another establishment like Blue Zoo or Optazoo move into that space.  To date we have gathered more than 400 signatures, 184 from residents of New Jersey and New York urging this council to support and pass the Ordinance.  This reflects the growing community sentiment against live animal exhibits that prioritize entertainment over ethical care and responsible stewardship.  Additionally we are actively working on a broader campaign to prohibit animal exhibits statewide so passing this Ordinance in Woodbridge would make you guys and all of us at the forefront of this movement.  You have the opportunity at this point to be on the right side of history taking a firm stand now setting an example for other towns across New Jersey.  Both the proposed local Ordinance and the state campaign aim to put an end to establishments like SeaQuest which have repeatedly posed threats to both animals and the public.  By moving forward with this Ordinance Woodbridge can lead the change in advocating for ethical humane and progressive policies that align with our shared values as a community.  I would like to bring forth the signatures we have from the New Jersey and New York residents.  
Council President Spillar: When you’re done you can bring it up and give it to Mr. Mitch.
John M. Mitch, Municipal Clerk: Are there any other comments this evening from the public? 
Jessica Maher, Avenel: I know I’ve come a lot and talked a lot but to find out that when I was last here the permits expired on December 31st.  Now I am waiting for a response from an OPRA request that I made.  Do you know where they signed again?  Did you sign off on the permits for the farmed animals and for food? 
Council President Spillar: Mr. Cimilluca.
Vito Cimilluca: The one permit that we issue would be for animals to be kept and we have our Health Director here, David Kologinsky.  David, has that been issued?
David Kologinsky, Health Director:  Not as of yet.
Vito Cimilluca: It probably will be issued as long as they adhere to all of our Ordinances. 
Jessica Maher, Avenel:  That is discouraging.  I did want to bring some pictures, if I could leave them with you. They are of us protesting outside and were going to continue and I am confident we are going to get there, I was just hoping that you would be more helpful with the situation.   Thank you.
Council President Spillar: Thank you.
John M. Mitch, Municipal Clerk: Are there any other comments this evening from the public? 

Kerrie Espuga, Seaside Heights: To highlight some violations of SeaQuest which is the interactive zoo at the Woodbridge Center Mall.  I have more pictures here to show the violations from NJFW.  We have several bloody iguanas, the pig’s skin has a reptile look caused by a skin condition that needs ointment daily in which is not being done.  When animals are not taken care of or don’t have proper vet attention, a couple things happen.  The animals either misbehave for attention.  Iguanas will whip their tails at each other to make slashes, therefore in this picture you can see their organ is showing because of the big slash from another iguana’s tail.  This is cruel, the confined spaces, the employees have come forward as whistleblowers and submitted these pictures to the NJFW.  There has been several government agencies that highlight all the violations of SeaQuest.  So many have shut down already, they have gone bankrupt.  They owe $380,000 to Woodbridge Center owner.  We are just wondering how you are able to help us.  We have got government agencies on this and it’s taking a very long time.  There is a PETA investigation, NJFW for falsifying vet records, USDA wrote them up because their bird environment wasn’t vet approved.  Don’t forget that when they transfer animals, they die upon arrival according to the investigation.  This has been on NJ.com, it has been on ABC News for SeaQuest to shut down just like Jessica and Nicole had mentioned, we want to be on the forefront to shut it down before we are required to and I am so glad the Health Department is here because in the Woodbridge code, it says “can revoke permit if unsanitary”.  You should see the glass, its filthy with algae and scum.  It’s just horrific, they don’t have enough staff to take care of the animals properly.  We are just asking, how you can help us?
Vito Cimilluca: Every time we hear a complaint about any type of cruelty to animals, we send our police detectives who do the initial investigation and then turn it over to the state authorities.  That is our course of what we do on the regular basis when we receive those complaints.  If there is a complaint about any type of sanitary issue that is turned over for our Health Department and investigated that way. 
Kerrie Espuga, Seaside Heights: Okay because we have submitted plenty of complaints we are here all the time and we are asking if you could reach out to some government agencies.  We are asking the council for help.  We need to be on the same team and not only just the cruelty but also the spread of disease.  The turtles were euthanized because of the micro bacteria.  Kids can get diseases just like that from touching these animals so is there is any way you can reach out to any government agencies or the owner of the mall.   
Council President Spillar:  I believe every single time we get a complaint we forward it to the proper department.  
Vito Cimilluca: I am going to let Police Director Hubner speak because once we receive those calls handles it through his detective bureau. 
Director Hubner:  We have reached out to the Department of Environmental Protection (the animal health section), and the Department of Agriculture, and NJ Fish and Wildlife.  All of those agencies keep referring us to the State Health Department and were in contact with them now.  
Kerrie Espuga, Seaside Heights: You’re in contact with them now? Ok excellent and is there anything else we could do or just hang in there and wait?
Director Hubner:  Unfortunately, yes.
Kerrie Espuga, Seaside Heights: Thank you for going in the right direction, we really appreciate it.
John M. Mitch, Municipal Clerk: Are there any other comments this evening from the public? Hearing no other comments, can I get a motion to close the public comment portion of this meeting?
