The meeting was called to order at 4:08 p.m. by Chairman John Mitch.
The minutes were unanimously approved upon motion by Chris Kosty, seconded by Mahesh Rajan
OLD BUSINESS
Chairman Mitch updated everyone on power washing the sidewalks on Oak Tree Road stating that although the decision was not unanimous, majority approved of the project and was pleased with the outcome especially the south side of the street.  Mahesh Rajan further agreed with the results.
Chairman Mitch thanked everyone for filing their financial disclosures with the state.

The Board discussed the new parking lot on Marconi.  Rahul informed the Board that it is a huge win for the neighborhood especially once everyone realized it is there.  The Board asked if we could add lighting to which Chris Kosty stated the conduit was run and can be added.  

Joseph Eapen stated the 3hr parking enforcement has helped with on-street parking issues and asked if it is possible to extend the restriction to all 7 days.

NEW BUSINESS

Chairman Mitch informed the Board of the Magnolia Sidewalk grant.  The grant enables the installation of sidewalk on Magnolia Street.  The details are not available at this time.  
A map of the SID area was provided for the Board members.  Furthermore, a discussion took place regarding rental properties stating they are businesses and should be included.

Javni informed the Board that the decorations committee met and is looking for simple decorations to be installed on the poles in the area from October through December.  The committee is meeting with a private company for design and will share proposal with Board and administration once complete which should be within the month.  She further inquired if DPW would be able to install or if an installation company would be necessary.  Chairman Mitch believes DPW would be able to install.  
The Board was informed of a private company that is looking for a contact to help organize a street festival.  Javni and Rahul volunteered.  A discussion took place as to possibly close a portion of Marconi and not Oak Tree Road as to not interfere with traffic, parking and local businesses.

A discussion took place regarding the Light Parade and asked for reminders that can be sent out to better prepare in advance for the event.

GOOD AND WELFARE 

A motion to open the meeting to the public was made by Marta Darden and seconded by Mahesh Rajan.

Nil commented on how nice the sidewalks looked as well as the new Marconi Parking lot.

Mubashir made comment for better planning concerning the light parade.

Biren requested better lighting for the Marconi Parking Lot as well as additional signage directing patrons to the new lot.  He said the current signage is confusing and will send photo of sign for Board consideration.  He asked for additional pickup of trash and recycling stating the current schedule has the trash overflowing by the day of pickup (Monday) as well as recycling (Thursday).  Finally he too requested additional information for events in the form of paper pushes and social media outreach.
