The meeting was called to order at 4:01 p.m. by Chairman John Mitch.
The minutes were unanimously approved upon motion by Marta Lefsky Darden, seconded by Mahesh Rajan
OLD BUSINESS
Chairman Mitch asked Chris Kosty to update Board in Marconi Parking lot.
Mr. Kosty shared the new lighting plan for the lot and how much the lights and electrician would cost, $2900.   

Chairman Mitch asked for a motion to approve, Mahesh Shah made motion, seconded by Mahesh Rajan and approved unanimously.
